From early in Term 1 your child 
will be offered a free piece of fruit or vegetable each day.  I do not expect the scheme to 
disrupt the normal school day in any way. 
 
The aim is for the children to have 
a positive and enjoyable experience of fruit and vegetables. 
 
The scheme is voluntary and although there is no obligation for your child to take part, I hope 
you will share my belief that it has many benefits.  It is a great way to help us teach our 
children the benefits of healthy eating.
